INPUT - Connect the INPUT of the pedal
to your instrument output or some other
effects unit with a 1/4” mono phone plug
OUTPUT - Connect the OUTPUT of the
pedal to your guitar amplifier or the Input
of another effects unit.

On/0ff Indicator - Lights when the effect is
enabled.

ON/OFF Switch - This footswitch is used to
turn effect on or off.
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Installing the Battery

Install a standard 9-volt battery by removing the battery door and attaching the battery to the
terminal connector. Fit the battery into the compartment and reinstall the battery door.

Using a AC/DC Power Adapter

You can power the HC33 using a 9V power supply. Simply plug the power adapter into the DC
inlet and then, plug the power adapter into a standard AC power outlet.
