Thank you for purchasing this DIY Guitar Kit. The following instructions specify how
toassemble yourguitar. There are avariety of finishes that can be applied tothe
guitar,anditis up toyouto choose the style that best suits you. Information on how
toapplythe finishes are readily available on the internet. We recommend a little
research to find your favoured finishing method.

Allof our headstocks are provided ‘uncut’. This gives you the opportunity to be
creative and design your own, or copy one of the popular styles. For this, we
recommendmarkingthe shape outwithapencil, cutting the designwitha Coping
SaworJigsaw, and thenfinishing offwith sandpaper. We have not supplied full
instructions for this, as the process will depend on your individual design. Again, an
internetsearchengine searchwillprovide farmorerelevantinstructionsthanwe
would be able to provide.

Theguitarwillneedtobefully ‘set-up’afterconstruction. Thisisthe processtomake
the guitar fully playable. Numerous video guides can be found online, and we
recommend searching on popular video streaming sites. Alternatively, the guitar can
be professionally set up by your local professional Luthier.

Before you start you will need to make sure you have the following tools to hand:

e Soldering Iron

e Cross Head Screwdriver — Medium Head

e Cross Head Screwdriver — Small Head

e Battery Powered Screwdriver (not essential but advised)
e Tape Measure orRuler

Step 1

Attachthe Jack Plate (4) tothe wires coming from the front of the body (1) using the
solderprovided. Theredwire should connecttothelongerarm ofthe jackinput,and
thewhite wire tothe shorterarm. The Jack Plate (4) shouldthen be placedto match
the pilot holes on the front of the body and attached using two of the 6mm screws.

Please Note: Wire colour may differ from diagram



Step 2

Turnthe guitarbody (1) overandplacethesixstringferrules (5) intothe holeson
the back of the guitar. If the ferrules offer a little resistance, a gentle tap with a
hammer can help them into the holes.



Step3

Turnthe guitar overandattach the Bridge (6) to the Body (1) using the 5x 20mm
Screws. Theholesonthebridge shouldmatchwiththepilotholesandstringholes
on the guitarbody.



Step 4

Insert the machine heads (7) in to the holes in the Headstock (3). Place the washer (8)
ontop,andthenscrewinthe Ferrules(9). The neck shouldthenbeturned overand
the 7mmscrews shouldbe screwedintothe pilotholes securingthe machine heads

in place.



Step 5

Put the Body (1) and Neck (2) together. Place the Neck Plate (10) with the rubber
Pad onthe back ofthe Body (1) in line with the pilot holes, and attach with the 4 x
45mm screw.



Step 6

Attachthe Strap Buttons (11) withtheirrubberwasherstothe pilotholesonthe
base and arm of the body (1) using the 2 x 25mm screws.



Step7

Stringthe guitarwiththe provided strings (13) andthenattachthe String Tree (12)
totheHeadstock(3)usingthe9mmscrews. Thescrewshouldbe placedbetween
theEandAstringsonthelefthandside ofthe headstock,and betweentheBandE
strings on the right hand side.



Congratulations, you have now completed the construction of your guitar.
